Google Analytics is installed as a script on the website to collect traffic information from visitors. It is my understanding that Google do not collect any Personal Identifiable Information (PII) through this service nor do I have access to PII from their Analytics. I don’t believe any Cookies are installed on a visiting by any of the website programming I have personally written.

If you choose to sign up to my newsletter (currently being managed by Mailchimp) by clicking the website or email link, you will voluntarily disclose PII and have given positive consent to receive emails from me. You can unsubscribe at any time by clicking the link on the email received. 
What information does the rest of the business collect and store?

Personal information of the booker/enquirer from either a phone conversation or email:
· Name

· Institution and address

· Email address

· Phone number

In addition to this sometimes anonymous information related to special educational needs of audience members are given by the booker so the presentation can be tailored and made accessible.

How is the information stored?

The majority of the information is stored in email correspondence (using GMail). Basic contact info is then transferred to a database (Microsoft Excel and Mailchimp). The computer storing this information is password protected and in a locked room with no other users. When a contract is received in paper form this is stored in a locked room with no other users.

Who has access to it?

Only one user has access and that is Matt Pritchard, the owner of Science Magic Shows. No personal information will be passed onto 3rd parties.
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
